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INTRODUCTION TO THE WORKSHOP

A recent 1985 symposium, sponsored by the Fish Culture and
Fisheries Management Sections of the AFS, posed the contemporary
question: Fish culture - fishery management’s ally? From the symposium
program agenda and subsequent results, it was obvious that both
fisheries culture and management are important fields of interest for
today's fishery biologists. The symposium demonstrated the past and
present relationships between the two fields and explored possible
future relationships.

Using the symposium as a stimulus, the Louiriana Chapter of AFS
held a workshop to expose the status of the two fields and their
relationships within the Louisiana fisheries community. The workshop
also served to introduce Louisiana researchers in the two fields to each
other and provide an avenue for further interaction and communication.
Such interaction and communication will be important in addressing the
multitude of environmental and social problems that will confront
Louisiana fisheries professiomals in the coming years. This is
especially important if imnovative uses of the new Wallop-Breaux Funds
are to be developed.

The workshop was held at the Prince Murat Inn in Baton Rouge and
featured 16 technical and overview presentations. Over 75 people
attended. A special redfish banquet was held during which Louisiana
Congressman John Breaux was presented with a plaque of appreciation by
the Chapter on behalf of louisiana fisheries professiomnals for his
dedicated efforts for fisheries resources. Congressman Breaux was
especially acknowledged for being the "father" of the Wallop-Breaux
Fund; a landmark piece of legislation that significantly expands the
Dingle-Johnson Fund and provides new sources of revenue for fisheries
research and management.

The Chapter acknowledges the support and assistance of the School
of Forestry, Wildlife, and Fisheries and the Louisiana Cooperative
Fisheries Research Unit at Louisiana State University and the numerous
officers and members who made this Workshop a success. Special thanks
to Ms. Dawn Brady for typing the abstracts and Ms. Pamela Koudsen for
help with loecal arrangements.
