The theme of this year's Workshop, "Basic Science and Effective
Fisheries Management: Bridging the Gap" follows that of the national
meeting held last month in Providence, Rhode Island. We should all
stop for a moment and reflect on the real message in this year's
theme -- good fisheries management should have a sound foundation
built on good, basic science.

There should be no real distinction between what is often
called two schools of thought -- basic science vs. applied science.
Fisheries management should be addressed via a thorough, tested data
base.

The keynote address of the national meeting, although based on
Canadian fisheries research, could apply to work in Louisiana as
well. To build a2 sound foundation for future Louisiana fisheries
management we need to spend less time AND momey putting out one
"brush fire" after another. Instead, we should be working towards
answering tomorrow's problems in fishery science through today's
research. It is very difficult to address immediate problems that
change faster than research programs that cannot hope to keep up.
We need only to read the current collection of newspaper articles
concerning redfish to appreciate the near impossible task of
arriving at sound mangement with little, if any, research to back it
up.

Presently in Louisiana, we are faced with a vast array of
fishery management problems -- dealing with both the resources and
harvesters. The collection of papers presented at this workshop
should help lay the foundation for a sound future for Louisiana's
fisheries,
