Call to Order

· Meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. and a welcome extended by President Curry.

· President Curry asked for corrections or additions to the minutes from September EXCOM meeting.  John Crutchfield moved that minutes be accepted and Shari Bryant seconded. Motioned carried.

Shari Bryant moved, and John Crutchfield seconded, that Treasurer’s Report be accepted.  Motion passed.  EXCOM discussed plans to conduct an audit.  President Curry is to call for an audit after the 2002 Annual Meeting and before the new Secretary-Treasurer takes office. After some discussion of the chapter finances and investments Finance Committee Chair Baker announced a meeting of the committee would be held prior to the 2002 Chapter meeting to formulate recommendations regarding Chapter investments.

Student Sub-Unit 

President Richard Fulford reported highlights to be discussed at the Sub-unit’s December 4th meeting.  Fulford proposed to the EXCOM the possibility of including raffle ticket sales as part of the registration form for the 2002 Chapter meeting. President Fulford and Shari Bryant are to investigate this possibility. President Fulford reported the Sub-unit is considering designs for Sub-unit T-shirts that could be sold as a fundraiser. COMMITTEE REPORTS

Nominations Committee

President Curry reviewed report submitted by Chair Chad Thomas.  Candidates for 2002 elections are: President – Reid Garrett and Tom Kwak; Secretary/Treasurer – Dave McHenry and Kim Sparks.  Biographies were posted in the September 2001 newsletter and they will also be included in the December 2001 newsletter along with the electronic ballots.  Electronic ballots are to be returned to Secretary-Treasurer Kim Baker. An announcement will be sent out by President Curry or Dave Coughlan, newsletter editor, to let membership know about the elections and to ensure good election participation.

Education Committee

Chair Lawrence Dorsey reported via e-mail that course outlines for the two workshops are to be printed in the upcoming Chapter Newsletter.  A computing lab at Central Piedmont CC has been reserved for the GIS course on the primary and overflow days/times.  Chair Dorsey will contact course instructors, Kim Sparks and Don Holbert, with details of deliverables and compensation.  The Chapter will furnish rooms for both instructors and Shari Bryant is to make the reservations.

Education Committee also reports taking two NCSU students trap netting November 14th and 15th.  The students, Regan McNatt (graduate student) and Poem Gardiner (undergraduate), got to experience fisheries sampling first hand.

Education Committee provided an article on AFS Certification for the September Newsletter.  The article highlighted the certification program as well as giving a link to the AFS Certification web page.

Environmental Concerns

President Curry, reporting for Chair Danielle Pender, presented a motion to publish the proposed chapter “Position Paper on In-stream Sand and Gravel Mining Activities in North Carolina” in the December Newsletter.  Motion was seconded by John Crutchfield and the motion passed.  Written comments from the membership are to be returned to President Curry by January 18th.  The position paper is to be discussed and voted on at the 2002 Chapter business meeting. Comments on this position paper will be made available to the meeting attendees prior to voting on this issue.

Other topics the Committee is addressing are Sedimentation and Beach re-nourishment. 

2002 Chapter Meeting Committee

Chair Shari Bryant reported registration forms will be online soon and changes to the form will include the option to purchase raffle tickets along with the registration.  Information regarding the upcoming meeting was posted in the September 2001 newsletter.  Continuing Education workshops are set for both the GIS and Stats “Power Analysis” sessions.  Chair Bryant reported working with Environmental Concerns Chair Danielle Pender to convene a panel discussion on the topic of “Sand and Gravel Mining in North Carolina” as part of the meeting.  Chair Bryant suggested that having experts, other than those on the panel, in attendance would be of value  (i.e., Licensing and Permitting officials).  EXCOM agreed this would make an interesting session and after some discussion left it in the capable hands of the committee chairs to work out the details.  President Curry moved that the chapter cover expenses of invited guest up to $1,000. Kim Baker seconded and the motion passed.  President Curry is to investigate additional funding through the NCWRC.  

Newsletter Editor

President Curry reporting for Editor Dave Coughlan encouraged folks to submit items for the upcoming December Newsletter. Individuals to be highlighted in the December issue will be Win Taylor (NCWRC) and Chris Taylor (NCSU) in the “Student and Young Professional” category and NCWRC’s Bob Brown in the “Old Timers” category.   

Ad Hoc Membership Committee

Committee Chair Christian Waters announced committee members are Rich Fulford (NCSU), Kevin Hining (NCWRC), and Mike Swing (CP&L).  Chair Waters presented two committee goals: (1) to increase Chapter membership by at least 10 percent by the 2003 annual meeting and (2) to increase parent society membership within North Carolina by 10 percent.  Waters reviewed the current status of Chapter and parent society membership in North Carolina and presented 17 recommendations towards achieving the Committee goals. Other items presented for consideration were to solicit long time members to sponsor new members and to have parent society registrations forms available at the Chapter meeting registration desk.

Ad Hoc Awards Committee

President Curry and Secretary-Treasurer Baker discussed details of awards to be ordered, Best Student Paper, W. Don Baker, Distinguished Service, and Past President Awards.  President Curry indicated he would send charge to Jim Rice who has agreed to chair this committee so nominations can be made.

2003 Mid-Year Meeting Committee

President Curry reporting for Chair Kent Nelson that progress is being made on a poster and fliers to be carried to the 2002 Arkansas meeting to promote the 2003 Meeting in Wilmington. 

OLD BUSINESS

History Poster

President Elect Shari Bryant reported the final draft of the NCAFS History poster being prepared for display at the 2002 SDAFS meeting should be available and printed soon.  

Student rooms

President Elect Shari Bryant reported reservations will be made for 5 rooms for students attending the 2002 Chapter meeting.  The Chapter will cover the cost.

Chapter website

President Curry reported that after review of the parent society website and the NCAFS link the NCAFS link needs to be updated.  President Curry is to contact Joe Hightower on this issue.

Outstanding Chapter Award

President Curry reported that the NCAFS application for the AFS “Outstanding Chapter Award” did not win.

Southern Division AFS Outstanding Achievement Award

EXCOM discussed the recent award that Scott Van Horn won at the Southern Division meeting in October 2001.  President Curry and other Chapter members helped place the nomination for Scott.  Scott’s award will be highlighted in the December newsletter.
