Each proposal submitted for consideration of funding by OKAFS should have a clearly stated objective. Special 
project proposals will be evaluated on the stated objective and four additional criteria. The first three (member 
services, information transfer and outreach, aquatic stewardship) are the three main working points of the Parent 
Society’s last two five-year strategic plans. The fourth criteria will be the budget breakdown. Funding for individual 
proposals will be limited to a maximum dollar amount of $5000. All proposals should carefully address these four 
criteria. Points will be awarded for each category, including how the proposed budget would meet the stated 
objectives. Announcement of proposal solicitation should occur in the December issue of The Lateral Line and a 
reminder given to the members at the Annual Meeting. Proposals must be submitted to the Chapter  President by 1 
June of each year. Chapter President will provide copies to members of the EXCOM prior to the midyear EXCOM 
meeting. EXCOM members should assign point values to each criteria and return scoring sheets to the President 
prior to the midyear EXCOM meeting. Point values assigned by EXCOM members for each category will be 
averaged and a total score for each proposal will be determined. EXCOM members at the midyear meeting will 
select a project for funding based on the scoring system and determine if OKAFS funds are sufficient to support a 
Special Project.
