� � We�achieved�all�three�goals�outlined�at�our�meeting�in�Grapevine�in�2005.�
� � TCAFS�continues�to�publish�an�outstanding�and�informative�newsletter.��Special�articles�were�written�to�honor�past�

TCAFS�members�and�to�update�the�membership�on�fisheries�issues�in�Texas.��During�2005,�three�high-
quality/extensive�newsletters�were�written�and�published.�

� � TCAFS�continues�to�update�and�improve�its�website.��In�2005,�we�completely�revamped�its�format�making�
information�more�accessible�to�members�and�website�visitors.�

� � During�2005,�the�Texas�Chapter�increased�its�membership�by�40�persons.��TCAFS�now�has�a�total�membership�
of�over�200�fisheries�professionals�and�students.��Membership�is�at�an�all-time�high.�

� � Growth�in�the�TCAFS�scholarship�program�has�been�excellent.��In�2005,�TCAFS�secured�over�$16,000�in�
scholarship�donations�and�issued�4�student�scholarships�worth�$1,250�each�at�its�annual�meeting�in�Grapevine.��
This�was�an�all-time�record�for�fund�raising�for�our�student�scholarship�endowment�program.�

� � TCAFS�supports�students.��About�50%�of�contributed�papers�and�posters�at�our�annual�meeting�were�from�
students�in�fisheries.��We�hosted�a�special�student�workshop�on�professionalism�and�provided�discounted�rates�
for�the�meeting.��We�also�hosted�a�student/professional�mixer.��We�give�student�scholarships�and�have�an�
endowment�program�for�this�activity.�

� � In�2005,�TCAFS�members�supported/mentored�two�Hutton�Junior�Fisheries�Biologists.�
� � In�2005,�TCAFS�issued�special�recognition�(2�awards)�and�outstanding�worker�awards�(2�awards)�to�its�members�

(both�students�and�professionals).��We�also�recognized�outstanding�presentations�and�posters�for�last�years�
meeting�(3�awards).�

� � In�2005,�TCAFS�initiated�the�Clark�Hubbs�Student�Research�Award�Program.��Fundraising�activities�began�in�
2005�and�the�programs�first�awards�are�expected�to�be�issued�during�2006.�

� � In�2005,�TCAFS�hosted�a�“Bass�Management�in�Texas”�Symposia�at�their�annual�meeting�in�Grapevine.��This�was�
a�cooperative�project�with�BASS,�Bass�Pro�Shops,�Mercury�Marine,�Texas�Utilities,�and�Big�Buck�Restaurant.��
Media,�anglers�and�scientists�were�invited�to�attend.��There�were�a�total�of�10�papers�presented�on�bass�
management�topics�and�over�150�people�attended.�

� � The�TCAFS�pond�management�manual�was�completely�updated�in�2005.��This�document�is�known�throughout�
Texas�for�its�utility�to�private�pond�owners�who�wish�to�mange�fish�in�their�private�ponds.�
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� � TCAFS�hosted�the�Southern�Division�AFS�Spring�Meeting�in�February�2006.���This�work�effort�resulted�in�over�200�
technical�abstracts�submitted�for�oral�presentations�and�posters.��We�organized�19�technical�sessions�and�6�
fisheries�workshops.��We�had�over�560�people�attend�this�meeting.��We�raised�over�$30,�000�in�donations�to�
support�various�functions�of�this�meeting.�

� � TCAFS�hosted�the�first�ever�“Biologist,�Angler,�Industry�Interaction�Workshop”�held�at�the�2006�Spring�Meeting�in�
San�Antonio.��We�brought�anglers,�biologists�and�fishing-related�industry�together�to�discuss�important�issues�and�
to�learn�from�each�other�at�this�meeting.�

� � Texas�Chapter�received�the�2005�Outstanding�Chapter�Award�at�the�Anchorage�Meeting�from�the�Parent�Society.�

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� �The�world's�smallest�fish�
�

Dr�Ralf�Britz,�of�the�Natural�History�Museum�in�London,�UK,�was�a�co-author�of�a�paper�in�the�Proceedings�of�the�
Royal�Society:�Biological�Sciences�in�London�January�2006�describing�a�7.9mm�female�of�the�genus�
Paedocypris�as�the�world©s�tiniest�fish.��Looking�like�a�larva,�the�fish�is�transparent�and�has�a�very�rudimentary�
skull�which�leaves�the�brain�exposed.�The�fish�can�only�be�measured�accurately�with�a�
stereoscopic�microscope.�Surprisingly,�it�is�a�distant�cousin�of�the�carp.��This�small�
fish�was�discovered�in�the�highly-acidic�peat�swamps�on�the�Indonesian�island�of�
Sumatra.��But�miniscule�though�this�may�seem,�two�other�fish�reported�in�the�past�
couple�of�years�claim�to�be�smaller�still.�
�

In�2004,�the�Records�of�the�Australian�Museum�described�a�male�stout�infantfish�
(Schindleria�brevipinguis)�measuring�a�diminutive�7mm.��It�was�found�living�around�
Australia©s�Great�Barrier�Reef.��And�then�there�was�the�male�anglerfish�(Photocorynus�
spiniceps)�discovered�in�the�Philippines.�Snout�to�tail�it�was�just�6.2mm.�The�fish�was�
reported�in�the�journal�of�Ichthyological�Research�last�September�by�Professor�Ted�
Pietsch,�from�the�University�of�Washington,�Seattle.��In�scientific�terms,�the�male�P.�
spiniceps�is�labelled�a�sexual�parasite.��It�spends�its�life�fused�to�its�much�larger�
female�counterpart,�which�in�some�species�are�up�to�half�a�million�times�greater�in�weight.��According�to�Dr.�Britz�
"The�question�over�whether�they�are�the�smallest�or�not�is�not�so�much�a�scientific�issue�but�more�a�popular�one."��

� � Expedition�discovers�marine�treasures�in�Netherlands�Antilles�






Conservation�International�(CI)�is�putting�its�scientific�muscle�behind�local�efforts�to�safeguard�Saba�Bank,�a�
massive�undersea�mountain�southeast�of�Puerto�Rico.��Encircled�by�about�85�square�miles�of�actively-growing�
coral�reef,�Saba�Bank�is�the�third�largest�atoll�on�Earth�and,�until�recently,�was�one�of�the�least-explored�places�in�
the�Caribbean.��In�January�2006,�CI�deployed�a�team�of�scientists�in�response�to�rising�local�concerns�about�oil�
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tanker�traffic�and�anchoring�in�the�area.�The�scientists�found�unexpectedly�high�
levels�of�biodiversity�around�Saba�Bank�and�discovered�at�least�14�new�species�
in�as�many�days.�The�data�collected�from�the�CI�Marine�Rapid�Assessment�
Program©s�(RAP)�expedition�will�strengthen�a�small�island�community's�petition�
for�international�protection.�
�

Saba�Island�is�located�about�12�miles�from�Saba�Bank�and�is�one�of�the�
Windward�Islands�of�the�Netherlands�Antilles.��Sabans�rely�on�tourists�that�come�
to�bask�in�Caribbean�isolation�or�scuba�dive�off�the�island©s�coast.�They�also�
earn�a�significant�portion�of�their�livelihoods�from�fishing�off�Saba�Bank.�When�
Sabans�became�aware�of�increasing�damage�to�the�atoll�from�ship�traffic�and�
anchoring,�they�promptly�sought�help.��Conservation�International©s�RAP�
program�mobilized�an�interagency�research�team�to�document�the�largely�
unknown�marine�ecosystem,�the�first�step�in�a�partnership�with�the�Department�
of�Environment�and�Nature�of�the�Netherlands�Antilles�(MINA)�and�the�Smithsonian�National�Museum�of�Natural�
History.��CI�hopes�to�provide�a�scientific�basis�for�official�designation�of�Saba�Bank�as�a�Particularly�Sensitive�
Sea�Area�(PSSA)�by�the�International�Maritime�Organization.�As�a�PSSA,�Saba�Bank�could�be�protected�by�no-
anchor�zones�and�safe�passageways�for�tankers.��

� �The�big�picture�on�counting�fish�
�

Nicholas�C.�Makris,�Associate�Professor�of�Mechanical�and�Ocean�Engineering,�and�a�team�of�researchers�in�
the�Center�for�Ocean�Engineering�at�MIT�have�developed�a�remote�sensor�system�that�will�allow�scientists�to�see�
beneath�the�ocean�surface�to�track�fish�populations,�which�are�believed�to�be�in�rapid�decline�according�to�many�
scientists�and�environmentalists.��The�Office�of�Naval�Research,�the�Alfred�P.�Sloan�Foundation,�and�the�National�
Oceanographic�Partnership�Program�funded�this�research.�
�

Scientists�can�use�the�new�technology�to�track�enormous�fish�populations�over�areas�as�large�as�3,800-square-
miles,�which�is�a�vast�improvement�from�the�mere�100�square�meters�of�the�former�surveying�methods.��"The�
world©s�fish�stocks�are�being�depleted�at�a�horrible�rate,"�said�Makris,�who�identifies�overfishing�as�the�cause.�
Unfortunately�inaccuracy�in�fish�counts�prevents�a�clear�picture�of�the�problem.�According�to�Makris,�"One�of�the�
reasons�(for�the�inaccurate�counts)�is�the�darkness�in�the�ocean;�you�don©t�know�what©s�going�on."��The�new�
sensor�system�is�featured�in�the�February�3rd�issue�of�Science���w w w .sciencemag.org�

� �New�species�discovered�in�Fiji’s�Great�Sea�Reef�






The�World�Wildlife�Fund�conducted�a�12-day�survey�in�late�2004�on�Fiji's�
Great�Sea�Reef,�the�world's�third�longest�barrier�reef.��The�reef�covers�more�
than�77,000�square�miles�and�is�home�to�thousands�of�marine�species,�
many�of�which�are�endemic,�and�it�is�a�vital�fishing�ground�for�local�
communities.��The�survey�expedition�recorded�a�new�species�of�damselfish�
(Pomacentrus�sp.),�unique�mangrove�island�habitats,�12�threatened�species,�
including�10�species�of�fish,�green�turtles�and�spinner�dolphins�as�well�as�
marine�life�never�previously�recorded�in�Fiji's�waters.��The�survey�also�
identified�significant�threats�to�the�Great�Sea�Reef,�such�as�overfishing�and�
poaching�by�illegal�fishers,�poison�fishing,�sand�dredging,�and�other�development�activities.��In�efforts�to�protect�
the�fragile�environment,�local�village�chiefs�in�Fiji�have�launched�the�first�of�the�reef's�network�of�marine�protected�
areas.��By�2020,�at�least�30�per�cent�of�Fiji's�oceans�and�coastal�waters,�or�over�150,000�square�miles,�will�
become�part�of�a�national�network�of�Marine�Protected�Areas.���

� �Brainier�babies�






Research�suggests�eating�oily�fish�and�seeds�in�pregnancy�can�boost�
children©s�future�brain�power�and�social�skills.��A�15-year�study�of�9,000�
mothers�and�children�in�Avon,�England�suggested�those�who�consumed�less�
of�the�essential�fatty�acid�Omega-3�had�children�with�lower�IQs.��These�
children�also�had�poorer�motor�skills�and�hand-to-eye�co-ordination,�research�
in�the�Economist�said.��The�Food�Standards�Agency�says�pregnant�women�
should�consume�only�one�or�two�portions�of�oily�fish�a�week.��A�team�from�
the�US�National�Institutes�of�Health�analyzed�data�from�the�long-term�study.��
This�research�also�builds�on�earlier�work�in�the�US�which�suggests�pregnant�
mothers�will�develop�children�with�better�language�and�communication�skills�if�they�regularly�consume�oily�fish.����
�

Looking�at�the�effects�of�Omega-3�intake�on�9,000�mothers�and�their�children,�the�team�found�mothers�with�the�
lowest�intake�of�the�essential�fatty�acid�had�children�with�a�verbal�IQ�six�points�lower�than�the�average.��While�
those�with�the�highest�consumption�of�mackerel�and�sardines�and�other�sources�of�Omega-3�had�children,�at�age�
three-and-a-half,�with�the�best�measures�of�fine-motor�performance,�researchers�said.��Low�intake�of�the�crucial�
fatty�acid�also�appeared�to�lead�to�more�problems�of�social�interactions�-�such�as�an�inability�to�make�friends.��
�

The�richest�sources�of�Omega-3�are�larger�fish�which�eat�other�fish,�but�research�shows�that�the�larger�the�fish�the�
more�pollutants,�such�as�mercury,�they�contain.��For�this�reason�nutritional�expert�Patrick�Holford,�recommends�
women�consume�two�portions�of�wild�or�organic�salmon,�trout�or�sardines�weekly.��Seeds�such�as�flax,�pumpkin�
and�hemp�are�good�sources�of�Omega-3�for�vegetarians,�but�large�quantities�need�to�be�consumed�to�gain�the�
same�effect.��This�might�translate�to�two�tablespoons�of�seeds�daily�but�women�can�also�use�a�high�quality�
Omega-3�fish�oil�supplement.�

mixer�and�a�special�student�workshop�on�professionalism.�We�secured�a�$5,000�donation�to�our�student�scholarship�
program�and�awarded�four�student�scholarships�of�$1,250�each�(an�all�time�record).��He�pledged�a�bigger�and�better�
student�scholarship�program�in�2005�with�improved�opportunities�for�Texas�fisheries�students�at�our�annual�meeting�in�
San�Antonio�in�2006.�

3.� To�recognize�and�support�TCAFS�members,�both�past�and�present,�for�outstanding�achievements�or�contributions�made�

to�Texas�fisheries.�He�cited�the�recent�work�of�Ray�Mathews�in�our�newsletters�and�wanted�us�to�continue�in�that�
direction.��He�indicated�his�support�for�the�student�research�award�in�honor�of�Dr.�Clark�Hubbs.���Dave�challenged�all�
members�to�openly�recognize�the�peers�by�submitting�them�for�chapter�awards.�
