An @Aquatic Plant Establishment Workshop® was held on February 10, 2006 as part of the Southern Division AFS
Annual Meeting in San Antonio, and was jointly sponsored by the Texas Parks & Wildlife Department, San
Antonio Water System, University of North Texas, and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. The instruction team
included Dr. Michael Smart, Dr. Gary Dick, Joe Snow, and Lynde Williams of the Lewisville Aquatic Ecosystem
Research Facility; and Dr. Richard Ott and Mark Webb of the Texas Parks & Wildlife Department. The workshop
turned out to be an outstanding learning experience for all who attended and participated in establishing native
plants in a segment of the San Antonio River that had little to no aquatic plant life. Thus, not only did the
participants learn about the native aquatic plants and techniques for establishing them, they contributed to an
important restoration effort. We learned that the role of plants in aquatic systems includes serving as a food
source for waterfowl and fish, improving water clarity and quality, reduction in shoreline erosion and sediment re-
suspension, and prevention of the spread of nuisance exotic plants.

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Tuna quotas cut as stocks decline

The annual catch of bluefin tuna in the Mediterranean Sea and eastern

Atlantic Ocean is to be cut by one fifth in an attempt to conserve

dwindling stocks. The 42-nation International Commission for the

Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICAAT) agreed to the quota cut at a

meeting in Dubrovnik, Croatia in November 2006. Scientific advice

prepared for the meeting concluded that catches in the eastern Atlantic

and Mediterranean were about three times above sustainable levels.

The agreement will reduce catches from 32,000 tonnes to 25,500 tonnes

by 2010, increase the permitted minimum size of fish caught from 10kg

to 30kg, extend closed seasons, control, licensing and inspection schemes aimed at enforcing regulations and
establish a limit of a single bluefin for recreational fishing trips. Conservation groups were critical that the
reductions were inadequate to ensure recovery of the stocks.

World’s coral reefs in danger

Researchers fear more than half the world® coral reefs could die in less than 25 years. Up to 30 percent of
the world® coral reefs have died in the last 50 years, and another 30 percent are severely damaged, said
Tyler Smith of the University of the Virgin Islands, who studies coral health in the U.S. Virgin Islands and
collaborates with researchers globally. More than 47 percent of the coral in underwater study sites covering
31 acres around the U.S. Virgin Islands died after sea temperatures exceeded the norm for three months in
2005, said Jeff Miller, a scientist with the Virgin Islands National Park. Researchers believe global warming
was a potential cause of abnormally high sea temperatures but was not the only suspect in the reefs@emise.
"Climate change is an important factor that is influencing coral reefs worldwide," said Mark Eakin, director of
NOAA® Coral Reef Watch. "It adds to the other problems that we are having." Increased temperatures
weaken the reefs@esistance to increased pollutants, such as runoff from construction sites and toxins from
boat paints. Other threats include silt runoff which prevents the coral from getting enough sunlight, and a
record increase in fleshy, green algae, which competes with coral for sunlight.

Winner receives $25,000 for shark-deterring magnet

Michael M. Herrmann, a New Jersey inventor, won the World Wildlife Fund
2006 International Smart Gear Competition by beating out 80 other
contenders. This competition seeks innovative fishing gear that reduces
marine bycatch of mammals, birds, sea turtles and non-target fish species.
The competition is open to fishermen, professional gear manufacturers,
teachers, students, engineers, scientists and backyard inventors. Herrmann's
gear utilizes a shark's ability to detect magnetic fields as a way to protect
them from accidentally being caught on fishing lines. He found that placing
strong magnets just above baited hooks on a longline repels certain species
of sharks. Every year, thousands of sharks die after being caught on hooks
set by commercial fishermen targeting tuna and swordfish. The World
Conservation Union estimates that 20% of shark species are nearing
extinction. Bycatch is a major contributor to their decline.

Dead Sea plan

Officials from Jordan, Israel and the Palestinian Authority met along the shores of the Dead Sea to settle
details of a study to save the shrinking body of water, agreeing to proceed with plans to draw water from the
Red Sea. The surface level of The Dead Sea has fallen about three feet a year in the past 20 years because
of evaporation and alleged diversion of rivers by Syria and Israel. At over 1,300 feet below sea level it is
lowest point on land on the Earth. Four donor countries France, Japan, the United States and the Netherlands
have committed themselves to participate in financing the $15 million study. The study will look at the
environmental and social consequences of transferring water from the Red Sea to the Dead Sea. The Red-
Dead Sea canal project, which is expected to cost more than $1 billion, would exploit the 1,320-foot
difference in altitude between these areas. If implemented, the 248-mile desert area between the two seas
would benefit from the fresh water to turn the region into an agricultural hub for the benefit of the three
countries. A desalination project is also envisaged to provide drinking water for Amman. Israel and the
Palestinian territories would also benefit from the drinking water.

Global warming fix or marine snake oil?

Phil Kithil, CEO of Atmocean Inc, a private research firm in Santa Fe, New Mexico told an American
Geophysical Union meeting in San Francisco of his plans to bring deep-water nutrients to the surface of the
ocean with arrays of wave-activated pumps to increase phytoplankton populations which would absorb mass
guantities of dissolved CO,. He proposes this would boost populations of salps, which feed on algae and
would reduce greenhouse gases by feasting on carbon-dioxide soaked algae. Salps excrete carbon pellets
that sink and dissolve deep enough in the ocean to be effectively taken out

of the carbon cycle. The speculative idea includes using pumps consisting

of flexible tubes, up to 1,000m in length, which would draw cold, nutrient-

rich water to the ocean's surface. Kithil estimates 1,340 pump arrays,

each consisting of 100,000 tethered pumps over 100,000 sq km, could

sequester nearly a third of manmade CO, annually. In summer 2007 he

plans to experiment with 25 pumps off the coast of Bermuda to see

whether he can actually increase algal blooms and lure salps to feed.
