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PURPOSE:

The purpose of the Trout Committee is to improve management of trout resources and
coldwater stream communities in the Southeast by providing a forum for the exchange of ideas
and information among managers and researchers.

GOALS:

115 To meet at least annually for the purpose of discussing ongoing projects and
problems associated with trout and/or coldwater stream management.

2. To sponsor periodic workshops and symposia in order to publicize new research
findings and management techniques that are applicable to the region=s trout and/or
coldwater stream resources.

3 To provide published information for use by aquatic resource researchers and
managers.
4. To develop regional policy or position statements for guidance to Southeastern

aquatic resource management agencies.

3 To coordinate and conduct region-wide research to address significant trout or
coldwater stream management questions.

6. To solicit and guide research by outside agencies and institutions in order to solve
regional trout and/or coldwater stream resource problems.

7 To take advantage of opportunities to educate the public on protection and
management of trout and/or coldwater stream communities in the Southeast.

MEMBERSHIP:

Membership is open to all members of the Southern Division, American Fisheries Society
(SDAFS) and requires only appointment by the SDAFS President following consultation with the
Committee chair. Each state fisheries management agency, the U. S. Forest Service, the National
Park Service, the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service, and the Tennessee Valley Authority have
traditionally been asked by the SDAFS President to provide an agency representative to the
Committee. Participation by university staff and the private sector is also encouraged.
Membership confers the right to vote.
