SUBJECT: Minutes of February 23, 1995 Trout Committee Meeting

The 1995 AFS Southern Division Trout Committee Meeting was held
in conjunction with the 1995 AFS Southern Division Meeting on
February 23, at the Virginia Beach Resort and Conference Center
at Virginia Beach, VA. A total of 11 trout committee members
were present.

The following items were discussed at the meeting:
Minutes of the previous meeting were read and accepted.

The Treasurers report was read by Jeff Durniak and accepted by
the committee.

The committee then turned to a riparian protection brochure
which TVA biologist Gary Williams has volunteered to prepare.
The brochure will describe riparian ecology and management.
Gary had asked for assistance in material content. During
discussion several members noted that there is a lot of
information available (including a recent brochure put out by
USFS State and Private Forestry by Dave Welsh, Morgantown, WV).
Committee took the matter under advisement, with plans to
contact the Warmwater Streams Committee for their input.
Following discussion with the warmwater folks; Ed Scott, and
Chris O’bera from that committee volunteered to help.

Status of East Coast Trout Management and Culture I1I Workshop to
be held on May 31-June 2, 1995 at Penn State University was then
discussed. Costs for lodging and meals will be $125.00. Twelve
papers were submitted by Trout Committee members.

Jim Borawa once again asked for input/advise/blessing to develop
a technical brochure for trout similar to the Esocid brochure.
Following some tepid discussion Jim received the committee'’s
blessing to continue working on the document.

A much livelier discussion ensued when the committee debated
whether to join the Fisheries Action Network (FAN). After
considerable discussion in which several members expressed
reservations about the role of the committee in advocacy it was
moved to ask the EXCOM about questions related to advocacy.
